Barbara Petchenik Children’s World Map Competition

Every child has dreams and ideas that they would like to
realize someday. Children’s views of the world are full of
freedom, unencumbered by society, generous, absent of
fear or thoughtful self-criticism. And for these views is why
the Children’s World Map Competition is here for them.

The cartographer Barbara Bartz Petchenik (1939 - 1992)
gained this view of the world thanks to her intensive work with
children. She contributed to a whole generation of school
atlases created with children’s perception of the world in
mind. She understood that maps, made appropriately for
children’s age, help them to get to know the world around
them. Because of her significant contribution in this field that
the competition, organized by the International Cartographic
Association (ICA), has borne her name since 1993 - the
Barbara Petchenik Children’s World Map Competition.

Pavel Rybar's work (8) - “The Most Important Game of Chess”
- won third place at the 2021 ICA conference in Florence. Two
years later, at the 2023 ICA conference in Cape Town, Nela
Korcuskovda's (14) - “Fragile Like Bubbles” won first place
in the strongest age category. Her work depicts the world
using coloured bubbles, covering individual continents and
highlighting the vulnerability of the natural environment.
